The program provides a discount on drainage bills
for private stormwater systems that reduce
stormwater flow and/or provide water quality
treatment, which help lessen the impact to the City’s
stormwater systems. Systems must be built to City
Code standards and be properly maintained and
functioning to be considered for credit.

Discount and credit support the fee-for-service
system - credit could be up to 50% of the bill. There
is a payment assistance program - eligible low
income customers can receive a credit.

Residential Rainwise Program is separate — one-time
rebate can be applied for by residents in a specific
area of Seattle where there are combined sewer
overflows — City will pay for most of installation of
cisterns or rain gardens

SPU may inspect systems once
a year. If your stormwater
system has not been properly
maintained or is not working
properly, you will have one
month to repair, clean and
maintain the system before a
second inspection. Failure of a
second inspection will
terminate your credit.

Credits are available to Class B property owners (ie.
developed parcel that is not a single or a two-family
residential parcel) who provide on-site stormwater
retention or detention facilities that meet certain
conditions. The property owner must bear the costs
of operating and maintaining the on-site stormwater
controls, construct the facilities using plans
approved by the Metropolitan Sewer District (MSD),
obtain all required permits to operate the facilities,
and give MSD access to the facilities for inspection
purposes.

The on-site control credits are calculated by
reducing the number of equivalent service units
(ESU’s) the property owner is liable for by the
percent reduction in stormwater runoff provided by
the stormwater control facilities. For example, if a
Class B customer installed onsite stormwater
controls that decreased stormwater runoff from the
property by 10%, the customer would receive a 10%
reduction in the number of ESU’s he was liable for.

The maximum credit adjustment available for Class
B stormwater customers is a stormwater charge
reduction to 18% of the original charge.

Stormwater Sizing Criteria requirements, as set forth
in the Georgia Stormwater Management Manual
(GSMM), that are met—the maximum credit for any
single qualifying property that produces stormwater
runoff being 40 percent.

Educational institutions can receive an additional 10
percent credit for implementing a stormwater
education curriculum.

The four Unified Stormwater Sizing Criteria a
property must meet to qualify for a credit include
water quality treatment, channel bank protection,
overbank protection, and extreme flood protection.
These criteria can be met through one BMP or
multiple BMPs located on a single property.

A hydrologic study prepared by a professional
engineer must be submitted with the credit
application. The study should show that 100 percent
of the 100-year, 24-hour storm is retained on site.
The study must also include soil investigations that
show an infiltration rate that will allow the 100-year
storm to completely infiltrate within 72-hours.

the date the stormwater utility
bill is mailed. A Notice of
Pending Credit or Adjustment
Application should be
submitted within 30 days to
inform the City that a change in
the utility fee is being
requested.

After approval of the
application and completion of
an inspection, the City will
institute the credit retroactive
to the date of application.

Credits are only available when on-site stormwater
systems go beyond the basic requirements
described in the Central Oregon Stormwater Manual
(COSM). Project proponents are expected to follow
the procedures in the COSM when designing
stormwater systems in the City. An electronic copy
of the COSM is available on the City web site and at
www.coic.org. This manual was developed by and
for Central Oregon. It is based on good engineering
practices and standards and is, therefore,
appropriate for use by stormwater professionals.

Education Credits

As part of its stormwater permits, the City has BMPs
related to providing stormwater quality education to
school children. To achieve these BMPs (see
especially Integrated Stormwater Management Plan
BMP llI-4 and BMP IV-3), the City will grant
stormwater service charge credits to public and
private schools that provide this education.

Based on the cost savings to the City from
implementing a 4th grade education program with
City staff presentations via the tasks described
above, the education credit will be $2.00 for each
student taught per year. The City prefers that the
stormwater curriculum be taught in the 4th through
6th grades but may accept applications for higher
grades.

To qualify for the credit, the applicant shall provide a
copy of the lesson plan (or use a lesson plan

provided by the City) and an estimate of the number
of children expected to receive the education during

school year. Lesson plans must be approved or
provided by the City of Bend. The credit will be
based on the applicant’s estimate of the number of
school children expected to receive the stormwater
education during the school year. This credit is in
addition to any other stormwater service charge
credits the applicant may receive.

Upon receiving an application,
City Stormwater Utility staff will
conduct a review of application
completeness within 30 days,
and will notify the applicant
should the application be
deemed not complete.

Within 60 days of receipt of a
completed application, the
utility staff person will make a
decision. The stormwater utility
staff person will send an
intermediary correspondence
to the applicant informing
him/her of the decisions made
and will provide the necessary
information to the Finance
department for processing.

For completed applications
received prior to December 31,
2007, all credits will
automatically be backdated to
July 1, 2007, the start of the
utility service charge.

For completed applications
received after December 31,
2007, the credits will be
backdated to the date the
completed application was
received by the City.

Bend,
Oregon, USA The City encourages innovative stormwater
(cont’d) management projects and will reduce or waive the

service charge for qualified participants. NSFR
landowners who wish to participate in a stormwater
demonstration project should submit a proposal to
the City. Proposals will be considered on a case-by-
case basis.

The proposal must include, at a minimum,
engineering and design information; a performance
evaluation plan; a commitment to allow reasonable
public access to the facility and to any data and
reports; and a schedule for beginning of
construction through final evaluation.

Projects will be judged on the basis of their
innovative concepts and applicability to Bend’s
unique climate and geology.
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
